Similarly, the strong
impact of curriculum materials and activities based on a thorough cognitive analysis of the task has been
extended to the use of technological toolsfor learning, such asintelligent tutors and complex computer based
instructional interfaces. Both the shift to conducting a significant portion of the cognition and instruction
research in real classrooms and the increased collaboration between academics and educators have brought
the role of the social context to center stage.
